The majority of the
entrees are divided
between land and sea, but
the restaurant also features
handcrafted pasta, a vege-
tarian dish of the day and a
chef’s tasting menu. The
American cuisine goes
from comfort food (butter-
milk-battered chicken
breasts), new takes on old
favorites (kobe burger trio),
decadent combinations
(the signature Blush

roulade — veal, angus and
kobe beef rolled in fresh
herbs) and a variety of
seafood options (seared
crab cakes, mango poblano
ono).

Unexpected combin -
ations add pizzazz to the
menu, with lush but
refined results. The sweet
potato ravioli appetizer
comes in a pancetta and
sage cream with browned
butter and has a sweet but

balanced flavor, and the
apple bacon-wrapped filet
entree with its side of truf-
fle mashed potatoes is as
luxurious and delicious as
it sounds.
